· When I unbuckle the seatbelt, the chimes start dinging – if I’m coming to a rolling stop, I get that.  But when I come to a complete stop, they dinging continues.  The only way to shut off that racket is to put the buckle back on or to literally turn off the engine and then start it back up again.  I understand it’s a good safety measure while the car is in motion – but when it’s stopped?  Ridiculous.
